The Matilda Edwardian Open Day will go back through time with many activities with an
Edwardian theme from Edwardian dance, Edwardian tea house, historical medical artifacts to
old time games and food delights. Those who were born at Matilda will place their hand prints in
a ceremony to mark this memorable occasion.

The hospital opened the Matilda Medical Centre in Central this year as part of the centenary
celebrations.
