MATILDA CHILDREN’'S FOUNDATION ANNOUNCES FUND-RAISING DRIVE
TO HELP CHILDREN

First event is Carols by Candlelight, a charity Christmas Carol Concert
to raise money to help eleven orphaned children from Mainland China

Hong Kong, 5 December 2005 — The Matilda Children’s Foundation, today
announced a fund-raising drive to raise HK$500,000.00 to help underprivileged
children from Hong Kong and China who require life-changing surgery and have no
other means of receiving care.

They will be kicking-off fundraising activities by holding a charity Christmas carol
concert on Tuesday December 6, between 18:30 and 20:30. The aim of Carols by
Candlelight is to raise HK$100,000.00 to help eleven disabled and sick children
from an orphanage in Beijing to receive medical treatment that will improve the
children’s health and hopefully improve their chances of adoption.

Said Dr. John Ngan, urologist and founding member of the Foundation: “In October
2005, a group of doctors from the Foundation, all volunteers, visited an orphanage
in Beijing caring for sick and disabled babies. We were all moved to help. The
children, range in age from 9 months to 2 years old. Many have spina bifida
(meningomyelocele) and require surgery associated with this and urodynamics
studies to assess renal and bladder function. Without surgery the children’s
kidneys will go into failure, and our main aim and concern is to prevent this
happening and to keep the children healthy to give them a higher chance of
adoption.”

Donations will be used to buy the sutures, dressings, anesthetic gas and other
medications necessary for surgery. The charity has no administration overheads
and every dollar raised goes to the children. The Matilda International Hospital
provides medical care free and all doctors have donated their time, expertise and
care free of charge.

Carols by Candlelight will be held in the grounds of the Matilda International
Hospital and will feature carols sung by Kennedy School, Peak School Singers,
Beacon Hill School, Hong Kong Academy, The Hong Kong Singers and Yew
Chung School, as well as a 20 piece orchestra from Medart and bagpipes from
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Securicor. The event will also feature Father Christmas in his grotto, a wishing
tree, mince pies, mulled wine and lots more.
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About Matilda Children’s Foundation

Matilda Children’s Foundation was founded in 2003 to promote and provide help
and comfort to underprivileged children from Hong Kong and China who require
life-changing surgery and have no other means of receiving care

The Foundation is a registered Hong Kong charity, staffed by volunteers who are
dedicated to the children, donating time and resources to enable surgery to take
place. 100% of every dollar raised goes to help the children. All doctors, surgeons,
nursing staff and administrators have volunteered time and resources and there

are no overheads and administrative costs.

The Matilda International Hospital provides accommodation and surgical and
operating facilities as well as staff and resources free of charge.

Over the past 18 months the foundation has helped children with life-changing
surgery go on to lead more normal lives. Wu Jianchun was abandoned at birth
and 6 years old and living in an orphanage. He suffered from Exstrophy-
Epispadias complex that made him incontinent and was not able to attend school
as a result. His dream came true with his first day at school in 2004. This was
made possible with a 15-hour operation to reposition his bladder, close his pelvis
and reconstruct his urethra and penis. His bladder capacity has increased and
now he is continent and able to attend school thanks to the foundation and
generosity of doctors and supporters.

Xu JianYang was 9 years old and suffered from Spina Bifida with deformities of
lower spine, legs & feet. He leaked urine constantly, which made his life miserable
with recurring infections and cruel bullying and rejection from other children. Little
Xu is now out of diapers for the first time in his life. Thanks to the work of the
foundation, he has found hope for a brighter future.
